 The goal is to provide military honors to a larger number of deserving Wyoming 

veterans.  

 The service opens with the Pledge of Allegiance, a prayer, the reading of the names 

of the Wyoming veterans who died during the month, a rifle volley, the playing of “Taps” and 

the folding of the U.S. flag.  

The Wyoming Army National Guard provides free military honors for veterans’ 

individual services; however, some veterans, for one reason or another, never receive the 

honors due.
